Ask “how will the sounds change at different times of the day or when disturbed?”
	Return to soundscapes and add in other features. Focus on the devices of repetition and contrast. Ask how well are we changing the dynamics? The pitch? Tempo? Layers of sounds?

Are there patterns in our piece?
	Using the song as a source of motivation encourages small groups to create a soundscape for one marine creature. Encourage use of voice, sound and body sounds. 
	Class respond to each other’s pieces identifying where contrast and repetition has been used.
